Dear Friends –

As we quickly approach Pesah, 

that holiday of national 

redemption and freedom, we 

! nd ourselves confronted with 

a world which seems more in 

need of redemption and freedom than ever before. 

We see the great tragedy and heroic relief e" orts 

in the wake of natural and man-made disasters. 

We hear of the bravery of those resisting oppression 

and the brutal responses of tyrants. And, in 

particular, we view the sea change (yes – that’s a 

Passover pun#) rushing through the Middle East 

with burgeoning hope and understandable 

anxiety.

As Jews, we cannot look away – not from the 

su" ering and not from the hope. This is an 

important lesson from the Passover story, a lesson 

which has served us repeatedly and well in the 

millennia since the Exodus. Mishnah B’rakhot 

teaches us: “A person is obligated to bless God for 

the bad, just as one does for the good.” Both 

positive and negative experiences – for us 

individually and for communities or the world 

collectively – are equally a part of being alive, 

being human, and being Jews.

In the coming weeks and months, we as a 

congregational family have a very real and 

immediate example: the transition to our new 

facility on Maitland Boulevard. There’s no question 

that moving into a beautiful new building will be 

a positive experience# Yet I’m certain that each of 

us has his or her own concerns about the changes 

that go along with it.

In all seriousness, I imagine that our ancient 

ancestors had the same con$ icting feelings as they 

le%  Egypt. They obviously knew they were headed 

for something be& er – yet, again and again, the 

memory of what had been familiar for so long 

made them question and even resist change.

That’s perfectly natural and totally normal human 

behavior. But what Passover and the Mishnah and 

a myriad of similar lessons remind us of is that 

we must always be careful not to focus on one at 

the cost of the other. The beloved Israeli song, Al 

Kol Eileh begins: Al ha-d’vash v’al ha-oketz, al 

ha-mar v’ha-matok – “For the honey and the sting, 

for the bi& er and the sweet . . .” No change, no 

ma& er how sweet – even change for the be& er, 

even change for the best as in the case of the 

Israelites leaving Egypt – is without its sting.

Indeed, Israelis are fond of using a phrase taught 

by our Sages, of blessed memory: Gam zo l’tovah 

– “This is also for the be& er.” Our tradition makes 

it clear that although the stings in life are inevi table, 

when we approach them with the right a& itude 

they also make the “honey” moments all the 

sweeter.

As we turn the page into this new chapter in our 

congregation’s long and continuing story, may we 

give each other hizuk – strength and support – in 

those di'  cult moments so that we may savor the 

sweetness together.

Dear Rabbi –

With Passover just around the corner, I’m ge• ing my 
annual case of “hametz anxiety.” I know all about the 
di• erent traditions regarding legumes (not hametz, 
but most Ashkenazic Jews don’t eat them during 
Pesach), but now I’m hearing about of grains I never 
thought – or, in some cases, heard – about: amaranth, 
quinoa, buckwheat. Are they “in” or “out” for 
Passover?

 -- Matzah Man

Dear MM –

The ! ve Biblical grains which can become hametz 
(barley, rye, oats, wheat, and spelt) all belong to 
the family of plants called Poaceae. Most other 
edible plants are likely permissible to eat on 
Passover, in and of themselves. The major concern 
is the production, processing, packaging, 
shipping, and storage of other food plants and 
their by-products, which are likely to have had 
contact machinery or utensils used with one of 
the ! ve grains, if not the grains themselves.

In other words, a “grain” is not necessarily a 
forbidden food on Passover, so long as one can 
be con! dent that it isn’t one of the ! ve grains (or 
their near relatives) or has come in contact with 
any of them. Quinoa is not a true cereal grain, 
since it is not – as the ! ve grains are – a type of 
grass. Amaranth is sometimes identi! ed as a kind 
of wheat, but is also a “pseudograin” – an herb 
which, like quinoa, is not part of the grass family. 
Given its name, buckwheat would seem to be 
right out on Passover, yet it is also unrelated to 
the ! ve Biblical grains. Buckwheat is a dicot – a 
type of plant with seeds having two embryonic 

leaves – whereas hametz-producing grains are 
monocots.

Since you mentioned the mostly Ashkenazic 
tradition of not eating kitniyot (legumes and the 
like), the question has also been raised as to 
whether these pseudocereals fall into that 
category. From the biological perspective, they 
are again completely di" erent. In some parts of 
the Jewish community, though, religious 
authorities have advocated against their use 
during Passover because they resemble or are 
reminiscent of either the ! ve grains or kitniyot.

The growing concern about gluten sensitivities 
in recent years has actually helped to resolve 
some of the problems surrounding quinoa, 
amaranth, or buckwheat. Since they are not 
grasses, they contain no gluten, and companies 
eager to provide a line of completely gluten-free 
products have become extremely careful about 
cross-contamination with gluten-containing 
grains.

This has proven particularly helpful in Passover 
shopping when it comes to quinoa # our and 
quinoa pastas. Health food stores o$ en carry 
brands of organic gluten-free quinoa pasta, the 
production of which meets standards which are 
every bit as stringent about gluten-containing 
hametz as the most scrupulous Kosher-for-
Passover supervision.

There are those for whom the uncertainty of the 
handling and processing of non-hametz 
pseudocereals and the absence of Kosher-for-
Passover supervision are enough to rule them 
out generally. But in terms of botany, there is no 
reason to prohibit them on Passover. Those who 
do use these pseudograins, however, have the 
practice of purchasing them all prior to the 
beginning of Passover, so that the ritual of bi’ur 
hametz (“nulli! cation of hametz”) applies.
