RABBI AARON D. RUBINGER’S MESSAGE
Dear Friends,

Starting on the ! rst Shabbat of this month, May 7th, 
our Shabbat morning service format will change. 
What we desire is to o" er our congregants more, 
while at the same time, shortening the length of our 
service. How will we manage that? A number of 
changes will be put into place.

First, in place of a Dvar Torah, that is, a rabbinic talk prior to the 
reading of the Torah, there will be, instead, a Torah & Ha# orah Study 
Class from 9:00 to 9:30 a.m., weekly in the sanctuary, taught by one 
of the rabbis. This half-hour study session will serve to provide: (1) 
an opportunity for a much more in-depth study of that week’s Torah 
and Ha# orah portion, and (2) the elimination of a “mini sermon” 
before the reading of the Torah. The rabbi responsible for preparing 
that week’s Torah study will also prepare a wri$ en  handout explaining 
the Torah and Ha# orah of that morning, which will be given out for 
those who were not able to come at 9 a.m.  How many will come at 
9:00? I’m not sure. But I do know that, now, we have a very, very 
small number of people in a$ endance at 9 o’clock and from the start 
through much of the pre-Torah Service, our sanctuary is largely empty.    

While I would not expect a large number of people to start coming 
at 9 a.m., I am sincerely hoping that enough people will take advantage 
of this Torah study opportunity. I would hope for a minimum of ten 
- to keep it going.  

The actual prayer services will begin at 9:30 rather than 9:00. Thus, 
the service itself will be starting a half-hour later. However, we will 
make up that half-hour of time by: (a) minimizing our preliminary 
service; (b) doing a “Maimonidian” Shacharit Amidah. What is that? 
It means that we start the Shacharit Amidah out loud yet continue 
and complete the Amidah, in its entirety, out loud without, ! rst, 
having the congregation reciting it silently; (c) as indicated above, in 
place of a Dvar Torah before the reading of the Torah, congregants 
will be referred to the handout, prepared in advance, which will o" er 
explanations of both the Torah and Ha# orah reading.

Those three changes alone, we believe, will save 25-30 minutes of 
time with the result that the start of the actual Torah reading will be 
at approximately the same time that it currently is. 

Some additional changes will serve to break up the Bar Mitzvah 
“service package.” Currently the following order of activities takes 
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Dear Friends,

The month of May brings the end 
of the Hebrew School year.  But 
that does not mean it is the end 
of the Jewish calendar.

May 2nd is Yom Hashoah.  This is the day set aside 
to remember and those who died during the 
Holocaust.

Even if your 
family was not directly touched, your family of the 
Jewish people su" ered tremendously.  Be sure to 
at least light the Yom Hashoah candle sent out by 
our Men’s Club.  There are programs o" ered both 
in our community and elsewhere.  Be aware and 
never forget.  

May 9th is Yom Hazikaron, the day of remembrance 
for those who have fallen in defense of the State of 
Israel.  Although very di" erent from Yom Hashoah, 
this is also a day of heavy sadness.  We have all 
read the stories and seen the pictures on TV and 
the internet.  It is a pleasure to learn about Israel’s 
military successes, but every con# agration comes 
at a price.  That price is the lives of our sisters and 
brothers in Israel who have paid a heavy toll to 
keep the Jewish state alive.  Remember that Israel’s 
existence is not a given and it is real # esh and blood 
people who keep the hope alive.  

Sadness turns to joy on May 10th.  This date marks 
Yom Ha’atzma’ut, Israel’s Independence Day.  The 
miracle of the Jewish nation’s rebirth is nothing 
short of miraculous.  We should join with our Israeli 
family and celebrate this most amazing event.  A$ er 
over 2000 years, we are privileged to live at a time

place, one right a$ er another:  (a) the chanting of 
the Ha$ orah; (b) the Bar/Bat Mitzvah speech; (c) 
a Board member’s presentation of gifts; (d) 
(optional) remarks made by parents of the Bar or 
Bat Mitzvah. What will now be di% erent is that 
the Board member’s gi$  presentation will take 
place immediately before the c losing 
announcements, allowing those parents who wish 
to make brief remarks to do so right before our 
making of Kiddush on the bimah.

We will also seek to make a “tweak” in our service 
by tightening up on the length of speeches by the 
Bar/Bat Mitzvah, Board representative, and 
remarks o% ered by parents. Please realize this new 
format will still allow ample time for the rabbi’s 
sermon, the rabbi’s charge to the Bar/Bat Mitzvah, 
and the Cantor’s recitation of the complete Musaf.  
Services should conclude no later than they 
currently do at 11:45, and with everyone’s 
cooperation, possibly even earlier. Obviously, just 
as now, special occasions which require the 
inclusion of Hallel, or the reading from more than 
one Torah scroll, will add some time to the service’s 
length. In truth, I suspect that some whose 
a" endance time is currently 10:00 a.m., or later, 
might not even be cognizant of many of the 
changes.      

Why are we making these changes?  Because of 
several reasons. We hope to increase the a" endance 
of people at services by enhancing the service, 
through the adoption of a quicker format, especiall y 
during those earlier portions of the service when 
a" endance is so spare. 

We will not only be shortening the length of our 
current service, but we will also strive to make 
possible a lively and interactive half-hour Torah 
and Ha$ orah study before the start of the service 
in place of a Dvar Torah. Please realize that in our 
current service (which will soon be our “former” 
service); time limitations have prevented any 
meaningful remarks to be made concerning the 

Ha$ orah at all.

Finally, over the last several years, some of our 
regulars in a" endance have shared with us their 
feelings that there might be a bit “too much talkin g” 
taking place from too many people from the bimah, 
which is interrupting the & ow of the service. So, 
it is our hope by the changes described above, and, 
by being a bit “stricter” as well on the length of 
some of those talks, that it will be a service that 
not only will our current regulars # nd more 
enjoyable, but that it will result in more congrega nts 
wanting to be there. 

I realize that change is always going to make some 
people unhappy. I really wish we could please 
everyone, all the time. But we can’t stand still and, 
at the same time, move forward. Please, please 
know, that we strive at Ohev Shalom to constantly 
improve and elevate the quality of all of our 
programs, classes, and services that we o% er our 
members.

Dear Friends –

It was this time of year, some 

3,500 years ago or so, that our 

ancestors packed up everything 

they had, le!  the place they’d 

called home for years, and 

headed to a new, promising, and slightly uncertain 

future. 

It took longer to get there than everyone expected, 

with a few bumps in the road and more than a 

few detours, and not everyone was happy all the 

time. But, in the end, it certainly worked out for 

the best.

It feels a li" le strange to be packing up and ge" ing 

ready to move into our beautiful new building. 

There are empty spaces on the walls in our school 

wing where the gallery of Hebrew school 

graduation pictures used to hang. Classrooms 

and o#  ces are emptying out. And it seems like 

every day, you look up and say, “Hey$ What 

happened to the ____ that used to be here?”

There have been a lot of “lasts” on Goddard Avenue

For many of you, it’s literally been where you 

grew up – from b’rit or baby-naming, to Bar/Bat 

Mitzvah, to wedding, to children of your own.

The good news is, of course, that the end of the 

Goddard Avenue chapter in the Ohev Shalom 

story is the beginning of the Maitland Boulevard 

chapter – and, with it, another generation of life-

cycles, of memories and celebrations, of 

community, and of spiritual quest and ful% llment.

In this month’s “Ask the Rabbi” column, we 

address the deeper meaning of this time of the 

year – s’% rat ha-omer, the counting of the omer, 

marking the 49 days between the second day of 

Passover and the day before Shavu’ot. Our 

tradition teaches that the origin of this 7-week 

period was the journey from national liberation 

from slavery to the establishment of the Children 

of Israel as a covenanted people at Mount Sinai. 

It teaches us that an improvement in physical 

conditions is not what makes us mam’lekhet 

kohanim v’go’i kadosh – “a kingdom of priests 

and a holy people.” Any place is a sacred place, 

if we make it so.

And so, as we make our physical transition from 

the old to the new, from the familiar to the 

unfamiliar, during these days of s’% rat ha-omer, 

let us take to heart the lesson of the journey from 

Egypt to Sinai – that the process of drawing the 

Divine Presence into a place depends not so much 

on the place as the way in which we make use of 

it. And, to paraphrase the blessing we o! en use 

for a special birthday, while this may be the time 

of year that we are counting the days, a person of 

true wisdom will make every day count.

Dear Rabbi –

I never paid much a• ention to the Counting of the 
Omer until recently, when a friend showed me an 
article which said the 49 days of the Omer have a 
deeper mystical meaning. Is there more to it than just 
keeping track of the time between Passover and 
Shavu’ot?

Dear NC –

The Torah gives us very speci! c instructions for 
s’! rat ha-omer (counting of the omer): “You shall 
count from the eve of the second day of Pesah 
[lit., ‘the sabbath’], when an omer of grain is to 
be brought as an o" ering, seven complete weeks. 
The day a# er the seventh week of your counting 
will make ! # y days; then you shall bring an 
o" ering of new grain to Adonai.”

Since tradition has it that Shavu’ot, which is the 
! # ieth day, is the anniversary of the Revelation 
on Mount Sinai, s’! rat ha-omer is the connection 
between the physical liberation from Egyptian 
slavery and the spiritual liberation of the Childre n 
of Israel with the forging of the Covenant. 
Understandably, this seven-week period between 
the two Pilgrimage Festivals of Pesah and 
Shavu’ot has always stood as a time of 
introspection and personal growth.

Judaism looks for multiple layers of meaning in 
the text of the Torah, and early on the details of 
the ritual of s’! rat ha-omer were seen to have 
deeper signi! cance. For example, the initial 
o" ering on “the second day of Pesah” would 
have been barley, the basic grain which the 

Israelites would have known as slaves. On the 
! # ieth day, however, the obligation was to bring 
a minhah hadashah – “an o" ering of new grain” 
– would have been ! ne wheat $ our, a more 
“civilized” and noble product. Thus, we are to 
use these seven weeks to refine ourselves 
physically, emotionally, intellectually, and 
spiritually.

A stream of Jewish esoteric tradition seizes on 
the word s’! rah (“counting”) to draw a parallel 
with the same word (o# en translated there as 
“sphere” or “emanation”) as used in Sefer 
Yetzirah, the oldest known Jewish esoteric text, 
dating to about 2,000 years ago. Sefer Yetzirah 
(“Book of Formation”) deals with the creation of 
the universe, and lists “the ten s’firot of 
nothingness” as part of the way an in! nite and 
perfect God created ! nite and imperfect material 
things.

In most medieval esoteric Jewish texts, the three 
highest s’! rot are unreachable by mortal human 
beings, and it is the lower seven with which the 
material universe metaphorically interacts. The 
Revelation at Mount Sinai is understood as the 
Divine Will $ owing down through the s’! rot 
from the ine" able through the lower seven. Since 
there are 49 permutations of these seven, each 
permutation is assigned to one of the 49 days of 
s’! rat ha-omer, with each representing another 
step on the journey of the Divine Will from its 
eternal Source to Moses on Mount Sinai.

A somewhat less daunting – and much more 
accessible and practical – way of focusing on 
spiritual re! nement during s’! rat ha-omer is the 
custom of studying Mishnah Avot 6:6, which 
describes “the 48 ways in which Torah is 
acquired.” One studies one of the “ways” for 
each of the ! rst 48 days of s’! rat ha-omer, then 
reviews them all on the 49th day, the eve of 
Shavu’ot.
