Thatis where the similarties
stop. | doteach the vast majority of the B’'nai Mitzvah
students. | also teach at least 3 and sometimes 5
music classes each week as part of the religious
school. |teach a class on synagogue skills for the
7th grade for one hour each Sunday. |am also in
charge of the choirs and | will be teaching the Adult
B’nai Mitzvah class this year. But | think most of
you already knew most of these things. Here are
some other things that a Cantor can do that you
may not have realized.

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RABBI DAVID KAY'S MESSAGE

Haveirim y’karim —
Dear friends —

Its my favorite time of year
again. No, not winter. (Well,
okay — I do like winter a whole
lot more since moving to
Florida.) February marks the
beginning of the Jewish month of Adar. And that
means Purim!

Those of you who know me at all know that
“funny”is my middle name. (Well, okay — actually,

| have a funny middle name. But it works out
pre"y much the same.) Not as funny as Cantor
Robuck, of course, but we all need goals to aspire
to. My pointis, | like a good laugh as much as the
next person. And if the next personisn’tlaughing,
it becomes my sacred duty to make him or her do
So.

You're welcome.

The lightheartedness of Purimis serious business,
actually. I mean, if Jews took everything that
happens to us seriously all the time, we wouldn't
have lasted as long as we have. In the grips of the
worst oppression under Roman rule, the ancient
Rabbis worked cleverly-concealed satire in the
writings to poke fun at the establishment. Modern
scholars have even uncovered “underground”
humor which was spread through the barracks
of concentration camps.

There’s another important lesson we learn from
the silliness of Purim. It's a guiding principle in
the celebration of the holiday: nahafokh hu — *it
was turned upside down.” In Megillat Ester, this
describes the reversal of fortunes for the Jews and

Haman (boooo!). One moment, Haman (boooo!)
is in the catbird seat, and the next he is hoist with
his own petard, to quote Hamlet (booolet!).

We should keep that in mind, too. When things
aren’t going well, we should look for the
opportunity for nahafokh hu. Those opportunities
o#en arise when we're caught up in the challenge
of the moment, and we can miss them. Likewise,
when we’re si"ing on top of the world, we should
be aware that opportunities for nahafokh hu are
also lurking nearby. And, like Haman (see above!),
overcon$dence or arrogance is most o#en what
sets the reversal in motion.

There’s another reason | love Purim, by the way
— Ohev Shalom’s annual Erev Purim “Best Parts”
Megillah Reading. This year, Erev Purim falls on
the evening of Wednesday, March 7th, and — as
we do every year — we’ll have our young people
each reading a verse or two from Megillat Ester,
plus costumes and plenty of “shtick.”

In fact, there will be EXTRA shtick this year. This
year’s Erev Purim celebration is “Purim on
Broadway.” Each of our auxiliaries and youth
groups have been assigned a chapter of the
Megillah, and have to come up with a parody of
asong from a Broadway musical that $ts the events
of their chapter.

It's going to be lots of fun, so be sure to get it on
your calendar now. And remember: on Purim the

rule is always “Walk so#ly, and carry a big shtick .”
(Boooo!)

(“blessings”). The old saying that Judaism has
a blessing for everything is very nearly true.

nc&ij"erent blessing than orange juice. While, at

'ﬁst, this may seem unnecessarily complex, it
actually encourages us to appreciate the rich
diversity of the world, and to never take for
granted the many steps which take place before
food and drink reach our plate or glass.

Likewise, there are b’rakhot for seeing a
rainbow, experiencing athunderstorm, smelling
$owers or fragrant trees, seeing the ocean for
the Irsttime in atleast a year, meeting a person
of greatreligious or secular learning, and many
more. All of these are designed to direct our
attention and appreciation beyond the
immediate experience, all the way to God. We
are even obligated to praise God when negative
things happen, just as we do when positive
things occur. And there’s a b'rakhah for both.

So, a religious Jew could be — and likely is —
reciting b’rakhot constantly throughout the
day, in addition to three-times-daily statutory

prayer. The traditional goal, in fact, is to recite
100 b'rakhot each day. But you typically still don't
see Jews who have public successes crediting or
thanking God in the media. Why not?

Part of the reason is that Jews really are a very
small minority of the U.S. population. For every
Steven Spielberg who wins a Golden Globe, there
are hundreds of Christian performers, athletes,
etc., winning in the public eye. But there’s also
the Jewish understanding of how we relate to
God. For Jews, our personal relationship with
God is just that — personal. Anavut (“humility”)

is a valued character trait, and in the Jewish
perspective, being humble before God is typically
not done in the public square, since it draws
alention to the person.

That doesn’t mean Judaism thinks “Tebowing” is
wrong — it's perfectly "ne for the stream of
Christianity Tim Tebow belongsto, and we should
respect him for his expressions of faith. It's simply

a maler of di#erent perspectives on the same
concept.
