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Dear Friends,

The basic method for leading 
Ashkenazic prayer services, no 
matter what synagogue you 
a! ended, has been relatively 
consistent for the last several 
hundred years.  The simple 
formula was this:  the leader or 

Cantor would chant a few words or verses at the 
beginning of the prayer in the correct modal melody 
(o" en referred to as nusach) and then close the 
prayer with a line or a few words from the end of 
the prayer in the same manner.  In between, the 
members of the congregation would read the middle 
of the prayer, either silently or at a very quiet level.  
Over the centuries, particular verses or even whole 
paragraphs were sung to a special melody that was 
usually there for the congregation to sing.  These 
songs di# ered vastly across the spectrum of Jewish 
communities, but the basic formula remained 
unchanged.  The purpose of this formula is obvious:  
to enable everyone to pray as a community without 
having to announce every page.  People who were 
unable to read the Hebrew quickly before the prayer 
ended were con$ dent that the leader had indeed 
read the whole prayer privately and his or her 
prayers were included with those of the leader.  

As Conservative Jews, we cling to this and other 
traditions.  I have a! empted to keep this tradition 
going while introducing more songs for 
congregational participation.  In both Shacharit 
and Musaf I try to sing as many congregational 
melodies as practical in the Kedushah.  The Cantor’s 
repetition or completion of the rest of the Amidah 
out loud was originally intended to give those who 
could not keep up in the Hebrew the opportunity 
to participate in the many blessings and respond

Forty-! ve years ago, Martin 
Luther King, Jr., said, “I have 
decided to stick with love, for 
I know that love is ultimately 
the answer to mankind’s 

problems . . . hate is too great a burden to bear.” 
Sunday, January 15, 2012, is Dr. King’s 83rd 
birthday. It’s also the annual interfaith celebration 
of Dr. King’s legacy here in Orlando, sponsored 
by the Interfaith Council of Central Florida and 
the Mayor’s Commission on the Martin Luther 
King Holiday. 

We gather at City Hall at 6:00 PM, then march 
together to a nearby house of worship for a one-
hour program. Representatives from many faith 
traditions and denominations stand together on 
the common ground of love and respect. When 
we sing “We Shall Overcome,” the feeling is 
overwhelming.

Of course, it’s easy to ! nd common ground in Dr. 
King’s message: the dignity and inherent worth 
of all people, and the need for justice and freedom 
for all. Those principles are shared by all people 
of good will. The challenge of interfaith and inter-
cultural understanding lies in dealing with our 
di" erences.

Ohev Shalom is a partner in a project which is 
addressing that challenge in a literally constructi ve 
way. Along with people from the Christian and 
Muslim communities, our Social Action Commi# ee 
and others in the Jewish community are working 
with Habitat for Humanity to build a house for a 
qualifying needy family in Seminole County. It’s

with Amen even if they didn’t know or understand 
the particular blessing.  Many congregational songs 
are now included there as well.  

The problem that arises is obvious.  How long does 
the leader wait a! er reading the beginning before 
singing the ending?  We want to give everyone an 
opportunity to read the whole prayer privately, yet 
we do not want to unduly extend the length of the 
service.  On top of that is the issue of Kavanah, 
praying with intent and not just reading words.  Our 
sages came up with their solution.  The Cantor was 
to give the congregation a reasonable amount of 
time to complete the prayer before singing the 
ending.  They even suggested that congregants who 
aren’t actually " nished by the time everyone else is 
si# ing down should continue to read privately from 
a seated position so as not to cause embarrassment.  
But, how long is reasonable?  I know that I read 
Hebrew faster than most of my congregation.  I also 
know that some people choose to read the English 
translation instead so they can get more of the 
meaning.  No ma# er what, I know that not everyone 
will be happy with the result.  Try as I may, it is o! en 
suggested that services “drag on too long” or that 
“I don’t give people time to pray”.  

Please know that I am constantly striving to " nd 
the proper balance.  If I " nish a prayer silently and 
see that most of the congregation is still reading, I 
wait a few moments until it is clear that a majority 
have concluded their reading.  When we do a full 
repetition of the Musaf Amidah, I always wait until 
nearly everyone has completed their reading and 
taken a seat before I start the repetition.  I hope this 
method and style of prayer will ful" ll your need to 
use the proper kavanah in services and allow you 
to feel that your prayers are being heard.

Dear Rabbi –

On a recent trip, we were invited to the home of a 
Modern Orthodox family for Shabbat dinner and the 
question of the use of electricity came up. Our hosts 
kindly explained why they don’t use electricity at all, 
but we didn’t really understand it. Can you help?

- Academically Challenged / Dazed & Confused

Dear AC/DC –

Of course, the Torah and the Sages of the Talmud 
have nothing to say about electricity, since it was 
not available as a home or commercial power 
source until the 19th century. The mere fact that 
there can be any authentic ruling of halakhah 
(Jewish law) – let alone several and con! icting 
opinions – is a stellar example of how and why 
Judaism has persisted for so many centuries, 
despite astonishing odds.

When confronted with the reality of electricity, 
Jewish religious authorities evaluated it in terms 
of the 39 Talmudic categories of m’lakhah 
(“labor”) which are prohibited on Shabbat. Since 
it was clear that electricity could and was used 
to produce results explicitly forbidden on 
Shabbat, this was the most logical approach.

Since it could be used to produce heat and light, 
to cook, and to run machinery, the earliest sources
 tended to treat electricity as the equivalent – or 

as another form – of fire. Since kindling, 
transferring, or extinguishing a ! ame is forbidden 
on Shabbat, these sources decree a blanket ban 
on using electricity. Other sources focused 
speci" cally on the issue of the incandescent 
electric light bulb, which, while generating both 
heat and light, was obviously not a ! ame. The 
earliest responsa on this question conclude that 
turning on an incandescent light causes the 
" lament to “cook” – another forbidden labor.

The Conservative movement’s approach to 
halakhah scours the primary Rabbinic sources 
and the responsa literature of the intervening 
sense, and analyzes those legal opinions in the 
context of modern scientific and technical 
knowledge. Be# er understanding of the physics 
of electricity – especially versus that of combustion 
– and more access to scienti" c knowledge and 
training in the Jewish community from the 20th 
century onward leads us to di$ erent conclusions 
than a century and more ago.

It’s important to note, however, that while 
electricity itself need not be seen as a violation 
of Shabbat, that does not make it permissible to 
use electricity to perform an action which is itself 
forbidden. Thus, while one could persuasively 
argue that turning on a microwave oven on 
Shabbat is permissible, using it to cook anything 
would still be forbidden, since cooking by any 
means is a prohibited labor.

Yet, even with a solid argument from physics 
that electricity is not " re, the unrestricted use of

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important ones there are valuable lessons to be 
learned.  We remember the miracle of the oil lasting 
for 8 days.  We learn the importance of resisting
assimilation and the importance of being proud 
of who we are.  We also learn what a hero is as we 
see in Judah Maccabee and his family.  O! en a 
hero doesn’t realize they are a hero.  To me a hero 
is one who does what is right and not for what 
they will get in return.  A hero takes risks and does 
not back down.  A hero helps us see what is 
important and what is not.

I ask that you indulge me for a few more sentences.  
On occasion I share about my family in this article 
hopefully to make a point and so I will do this 
now.  My mother is a living hero to me.  In March 
she had surgery to remove a tumor in her pancreas.  
They did get the entire tumor and for 6 months 
a! er she went through chemotherapy to prevent 
any remaining cells from spreading the disease.  
She did well on the chemo and at the end thought 
she was free of cancer but we learned a! er the 
series that there is still cancer roaming around her 
body and it has not metastasized yet.  Her 
oncologist recommended trying a di" erent chemo.  
Her internist was not necessarily on board with 
this and started to talk to us about palliative care.  
My sister and I refused to accept that the end was 
coming sooner than we had hoped. For a few 
weeks we were on an unbelievable emotional roller 
coaster trying to understand what was happening 
and what the right thing to do was.  Keep in mind 
that my mom had her total wits about her, did not 
look like a cancer patient, had no pain and if you 
didn’t know it, you would not pick her out of a 
line up as a cancer patient.  She trusts her internist 
unconditionally and was at a point where she was 
ready to accept that she would not take treatment.  
However, her oncologist and his team were very 
helpful in helping us make her understand that 
she has to # ght this thing.  Her concern has been 
her quality of life and did not want to be sick from 
chemo and not be able to enjoy what time she has.  

Thankfully, she is a bright woman who realizes 
she has a lot to live for and was open to giving it 
a try.  And so she started the new treatment.  We 
don’t know if it will work but her mantra is that 
she is going day by day.  I talk to her almost every 
day and she sounds great. (times like this make 
living far away even harder).   We talk about how 
she is feeling but about everything else from the 
bargains she got at Kohls to the news and books 
she is reading to her pride in her 6 grandchildren.  
My 83 year old mom is my hero.  She is teaching 
me to take each day at a time, to look forward to 
the good things, # nd the good in each day and 
mostly put perspective into what is important.  
This impacts not only my personal life but work. 
My priorities have always been and will always 
be the best interest and safety of the children whom 
I serve.  Our new surroundings are awesome but 
we can make a Jewish impact on each of them by 
the relationships we create and the experiences 
we provide regardless of the color, size, temperature 
or lighting in the room.  I hope that perhaps my 
mom, Grandma Jean, will help us all remember 
what is important in the day to day life of Ohev 
Shalom.

electricity – even for activities which would there fore 
be technically permi!  ed – is o" en discouraged 
because of the principle of sh’vut (“resting”) or 
uv’din d’hol (“weekday activity”). The work 
restrictions for Shabbat are meant to “honor the 
Sabbath day and keep it holy.” Thus, any sort of 
activity which would tend to make Shabbat seem 
like any other day is avoided in traditional 
observance.

Turning electric lights on and o#  out of necessity, 
comfort, or safety arguably doesn’t fall into this 
category. But other common “weekday” uses of 
electricity – television, computer, electronic games, 
etc. – most certainly do. So, even though the Torah 
and the Talmud don’t know about and don’t predict 
the use of electricity, their wisdom in providing a 
day of being “unplugged” and tuned into family, 
community, and spirit laid down the foundation 
for an authentic response to electricity thousands 
of years in advance.
