RABBI AARON D. RUBINGER’S MESSAGE
Dear Friends,

On the ! rst night that I began my new yeshiva class 
“How Judaism Changed the World,” I gave serious 
thought to handing out paper and pens to everyone 
there and asking them to list the contributions of 
Judaism to the world.  However, I stopped myself 
from doing so because I had a strong hunch that 

most of those present, a" er writing down that Juda ism gave the world 
the idea of monotheism, might very likely not know anything further 
to place on their list.

We are now just 4 weeks into the class, but I already believe that if I 
now gave out that assignment, the lists drawn up by the students 
would be far, far longer.  For those of you not taking the class, here’s 
just a brief “top ten” contributions to civilization (which we have so 
far studied) which Judaism should rightly be credited for. 

 1.  Judaism gave the world the idea of the absolute sanctity of 
life.  Such a notion was at odds with the ancient world – including 
the Greeks and Romans - who practiced infanticide, that is, the killing 
of a new  born either as a form of population control, or because girl 
babies were not considered desirable, or because a child was in some 
way “defective.”  

 2.   Judaism gave the world the idea of the “sanctity of marriage;” 
that the relationship between a husband and a wife is not merely a 
civil relationship but, rather, a relationship of holiness and love, 
deserving of reverence and ! delity. 

 3.  Judaism introduced to the world the idea of the inherent 
equality of men and women; that God created both man and woman 
and that both sexes were created in God’s likeness, meaning, in part, 
having the knowledge and wisdom to make moral choices.

 4.  Judaism gave the world the idea of the sanctity of the family, 
that children (and wives) did not “belong” to the father/husband 
who could do with them as he saw ! t; nor were they simply an 
“economic unit” for earning, but rather, the family is the “cradle of 
morality” where values and ethics are best transmi# ed.   

 5.  Judaism gave the world the idea that caring for the needy 
– the poor, the widow, the orphan, and the stranger - is a religious 
obligation which God cares very greatly about.  Prior to Judaism, 
feelings of compassion for those beneath us in society was thought 
by many as a sign of “weakness,” an emotion that we ought to seek 
to overcome. 
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Dear Friends, 

Last month I had the privilege of 
performing in a concert here in 
our sanctuary.  It was a beautiful 
evening, put together by Rabbi 
Kay, celebrating the life and work 
of Debbie Friedman. The occasion 
was the Shloshim, the 30th day 

of mourning following her burial.   I’m sure most 
of you know of her passing.  If you don’t know who 
she was, let me simply say that she may be the most 
in! uential Jewish song writer of the last 40 years.   
Her career began as a song leader in Jewish camps 
of the Reform movement and that is where her 
in! uence is most keenly felt.  She has been no less 
of an inspiration for Cantors, Jewish musicians and 
teachers across our branch of Judaism.  Some of you 
may think that you have never heard her music, 
but if you have ever a" ended a religious service at 
COS, you have almost assuredly listened to or sung 
some of her melodies.  Most notably the Mishebeirach, 
the prayer for healing that we sing at every Shabbat 
service in the sanctuary, is her composition.  There 
are so many others that I have used from time to 
time that it would be impossible to begin to mention 
them all.  For example, at a baby naming I usually 
sing L’chi Lach, also a song she composed.  Many 
of your children learned the Hebrew aleph-bet by 
singing her simple yet so memorable song that 
teaches the le" ers.  

When the concert/learning concluded, a large 
number of people in a" endance came up to the 
performers, including me and Rabbi Kay, to say 
how much they enjoyed the music and the sense of 
community it engendered.  So many people singing 
together, clapping together and being moved to 
dance is a wonderful thing to be a part of.  It was 
not just COS congregants, but members of several 
di# erent synagogues who were so moved by this

Dear Rabbi –

I know we don’t pronounce the four-le• er name of 
God the way it’s wri• en, but I’m not sure why. Also, 
I sometimes see it wri• en as two yuds, a hei, or even 
a daled. What’s more, I just had a heated discussion 
with someone who insists that Jews “worship 
Yahweh.”

    - What’s In a Name

Dear WIN – 

The four-le! er Hebrew name of God which we 
pronounce (but isn’t spelled) “Adonai” is known 
in Hebrew as the Shem HaM’forash – o" en 
translated as “the Ine# able Name,” but perhaps 
be! er understood as “the precisely-pronounced 
Name.” According to Rabbinic tradition, this 
divine name – the one God uses in reference to 
God’s self in speaking with Moses, calling it 
“My name” – was only u! ered aloud once a 
year on Yom Kippur by the High Priest.

Because we have long since lost the precise 
pronunciation of this four-le! er name (also 
known as the Tetragrammaton), we do not 
a! empt to pronounce it. Instead, we say the 
word “Adonai” (“my Lord” or “my Master”) in 
its place.

As a sort of safety precaution, so that we don’t 
accidentally start trying to pronounce it, many 
vocalized Hebrew texts add the vowel marks 

for the word “Adonai” to the le! ers of the 
Tetragrammaton. Many years ago, non-Jewish 
scholars who read Hebrew mistakenly thought 
that these vowels marks represented the correct 
pronunciation of the Shem HaM’forash, and 
assumed that the Jews called their God 
“Yehovah.”

With the advent of modern Bible scholarship in 
the 19th century – particularly in German-
speaking parts of the world – the Tetragrammaton 
was represented in translation by the similar-
sounding English alphabet le! ers, YHWH. 
When reading or speaking about the 
Tetragrammaton in this sort of transliteration, 
it was more convenient to pronounce it as if it 
were an acronym: “YaHWeH.”

There are seven Hebrew names of God which 
our tradition teaches should not be erased or 
destroyed. Obviously, the Tetragrammaton is 
at the top of that list. As a result, there are several 
popular ways of indicating the Tetragrammaton 
without actually writing out the le! ers. One is 
to use the le! er hei (meaning “HaShem” or “the 
Name”) with a chikchak (apostrophe-like mark) 
a" er it to indicate that it’s an abbreviation. 
Another is to use the le! er daled (the fourth 
le! er of the Hebrew alphabet, representing the 
number 4 and the 4 le! ers of the Tetragrammaton) 
with a chikchak.

The “double yud” for the Tetragrammaton is 
another kind of shorthand. The first yud 
represents the yud at the beginning of the 
Tetragrammaton. The second yud represents 
the yud at the end of the complete spelling of 
the actual word we say, “Adonai.” Taken 
together, they let us know that they stand for 
the Shem HaM’forash, but should pronounced 
as “Adonai.”

woman’s life and music that they felt the need to be 
there.  And, one of the most common heard themes 
of their comments was “why don’t we sing these 
songs more o! en?”   

Here is the truth:  we do sing them, and frequently.  
Most notably, our Friday Nite Chai musical services 
always feature at least 2 or 3 of her compositions.  
My point is that this music, this modern American 
Jewish music, reaches so many people who don’t 
feel the “spirituality” of our old melodies. To be sure, 
she is not the only modern American Jewish 
composer, but in a very real way she is the “mother 
of modern American liturgical music.”   Many of the 
regular synagogue melodies, which date back to the 
19th century and earlier, are not speaking to some 
of you.  For some of you they still hold great meaning 
and memories, which is why we still sing so many 
of them.  Yet, I can’t help but thinking that even more 
of you would " nd more meaning in our services if 
more of the songs were modern and more easily 
accessible.  

So how do I determine which melodies are right for 
our congregation?  In a sense, I don’t.  You decide 

by how you sing along or don’t sing along during 
services.  You decide by whether you actively 
participate in the service.   We have a Friday Nite 
Chai service coming up on March 4th.  Come to the 
service and see whether or not this “new” Jewish 
music is for you.  You may " nd a whole new 
appreciation for our liturgy and a new way to expre ss 
it through our prayers.  And, if you don’t like it or 
" nd it meaningful, I’ll know.
