RABBI AARON D. RUBINGER’S MESSAGE
Dear Friends,

Allow me to be honest with you. The very last thing I 
want to be doing right at this moment (as I write on 
Aug. 20, 2010) is writing a bulletin article!  Why? Hello??  
Don’t you know the Holy Days are right around the 
corner?  Don’t you realize the sermons and Dvar Torah 
talks that have to get wri" en? As my late father use to 
say  “It’s the crazy season for rabbis.”  

Of course, I am writing sermons all year long. However, writing a sermon 
for the Yamim Noraim, the Days of Awe, is very di# erent. This is the time 
that the entire synagogue will be present. This is the time when I have the 
opportunity to seek to upli$  and motivate our members. If our “regulars” 
on a Shabbat should hear a sermon that in some way or another disappoints 
them, they’ll be back the following week and I have the opportunity to 
reach them once again. Yet, if I should fail on Rosh Hashanah and Yom 
Kippur, I may not see many of you again until next year! I know what is 
at stake.   

I am convinced that something very special happens to most Jews as the 
High Holy Days draw close.  People who may not have had many Jewish 
experiences throughout the year, somehow, internally begin to get serious 
about being Jewish as Rosh Hashanah draws near.  I am not saying this 
in a negative manner.  Not at all. I truly treasure the resolves and spiritual 
openness that people have during High Holy Day season. 

With the start of the Holy Days our spiritual ba" eries I believe are open 
to being charged.  We’re spiritually “juiced”  (or should I say “Jewst”). I 
have a couple of days in which to help reconnect you with your people, 
your synagogue, our community, and with God.  If I succeed it will, then, 
be a truly sweet year for many in our congregation.

Last year on the High Holy Days I mentioned in my Yom Kippur sermon 
my upcoming class 101 Things to Love About Judaism.  And I was thrilled 
that between my Thursday night class and my Tuesday a$ ernoon class 
over 200 people signed up.  It’s not so much the % yers, or the emails or 
the publicity that caused that (although those things do help) it’s the 
spiritual openness that we Jews have as the new Jewish year arrives.  

So, I have to take advantage of that and my medium is my sermons, divrey 
Torah, and talks about the Torah readings and Ha$ orah readings on the 
Holy days. This is my “shot” to re-energize you spi ritually and communally. 
If I fail, more importantly than le" ing myself down, or even yourselves 
down, I also feel I will be le" ing God down. 

This coming year I am even more excited about my Yeshiva class than I 
was last year. I will be teaching a class called: “How Judaism Changed 
the World!”  This I guarantee:  if you take this class you will not only be

RABBI DAVID KAY’S MESSAGE
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Dear Rabbi –

We were delighted when our college-age child told us 
he’s planning to a• end Simhat Torah services on campus 
this year.  We were less happy when he described the 
amount of drinking which goes on.  When we asked him 
about it, he insisted that it was very traditional.  Sure, 
“simhah” means “happy” – but is alcohol really part of 
the holiday?

 -- Disturbed Regarding Young’un

Dear DRY –

Simhat Torah is an artifact of Diaspora, an extra 
day added to Sh’mini Atzeret because of doubt in 
ancient times as to the announcement of the New 
Moon to the Jewish community outside the land 
of Israel.  The name isn’t mentioned in the Talmud, 
and descriptions of Simhat Torah customs and 
practices don’t begin to appear until the Geonic 
period (7th-11th century).  Neither the Geonim nor 
any of the later medieval Jewish law codes endorse 
or even suggest increasing the consumption of 
alcohol on Simhat Torah.

So where did the idea of imbibing to intoxication 
on Simhat Torah originate?  There is a Talmudic 
dictum that moments of joy – Shabbat, holidays, 
and life-cycle events – should include a blessing 
over a full cup of wine.  One of the reasons given 
is Ein simhah eleh b’yayin – “Joy is accompanied 
by wine.”  Again, though, there is no mention – and 
certainly no requirement – of drinking to excess.

Most likely, drinking on Simhat Torah is “borrowed” 
from Purim, another day where simhah is not only 
encouraged but required.  An o! -cited Talmudic 
teaching says that the requisite joy on Purim may 
be a" ained by drinking until one cannot “distingui sh 
between Haman and Mordekhai.”  This has been 

widely interpreted as carte blanche for alcohol 
consumption, but a cautionary tale which follows 
directly in the Talmud, as well as later authorities, 
make it clear this is not the case.

Judaism emphasizes the sanctity of the human 
body, and understands the Torah’s exhortation to 
“guard your souls” to include preserving one’s 
health.  Long before the brain and liver damage 
alcohol can cause was exposed by modern medicine, 
our ancient ancestors recognized that drinking in 
more than moderate amounts impaired judgment, 
lowered impulse control, and adversely a# ected 
one’s health and relationships.

For reasons we can only speculate upon, drinking 
distilled alcohol on Purim and Simhat Torah became 
entrenched in some traditional Jewish communities, 
mostly (but not exclusively) of Ashkenazic 
(European) descent.  Even on Shabbat, “Kiddush 
Klubs” still persist in Orthodox communities and 
yeshivot (academies), social gatherings whose 
primary purpose is drinking.  In recent years, 
authorities in these communities have come out 
strongly against this long-standing practice, citing 
health dangers and alcoholism.

Some Jewish outreach organizations utilize the 
connection between college students and drinking 
as a way of a" racting young Jews on campus to 
a" end Purim and Simhat Torah celebrations.  Since 
those operating such organizations tend to be very 
traditional-looking, it carries the imprimatur of 
authentic (and fun) Jewish practice.  While they 
may be accurately representing the prevalent 
practice in their own Orthodox or Chasidic 
community – and may be within the le" er of the 
civil law as long as the students drinking are of age 
– the weight of halakhah (Jewish law) is not behind 
them in encouraging drinking and drunkenness.

DONATIONS

Nearly every Synagogue has Rabbinical sta"  that 
have discretionary accounts, yet there still seems to 
be a great deal of confusion over what is a 
discretionary account and how it is di" erent  from 
honoraria.  This article will deal with how it works 
in our se! ing at Congregation Ohev Shalom (“COS”). 

A discretionary account is typically a bank account 
that is controlled by a sta"  person.  At COS, Rabbi 
Rubinger and Rabbi Kay have full discretionary 
accounts.  Cantor Robuck, and our Director of Family 
and Education, Amy Gebo"  have more limited 
discretionary accounts, since it has a more speci# c 
and directed purpose.  The use of these funds are, 
as it implies, discretionary.  Generally, they may 
spend the money in any manner that they believe is 
necessary or appropriate.  A full discretionary account 
could be used to help with a rent payment for an 
unemployed person, buy food, or toward the 
purchase of educational materials.  It may be used 
for a member of our congregation, a non-member, 
Jew, or Gentile.  However, there is a limit to the 
discretion.  It cannot be used for the account holder’s 
personal use, or income.  It must be for a legitimate 
charitable purpose as de# ned under the Internal 
Revenue Service Code.  At COS we have controls in 
place to be sure that the account holder complies 
with the above requirements.

Honoraria is usually a payment given to a professio nal 
(Rabbi or Cantor) for services for which fees are not 

required.  In essence, it is a gi$ , usually of thanks.  
This is very common-place for simchas such as 
weddings, brit milah, namings, and bar/bat mitzvah, 
and also for o%  ciating at funerals and unveilings.   
O$ en, it is done in gratitude for an extraordinary 
event, or success for which the donor is very 
appreciative.  Although it is very appreciated, it is 
not required from COS congregants. 

As a donor, it is very important to state whether the 
gi$  is for honoraria or toward a discretionary acc ount.  
If you wish to thank a member of our clergy and 
give a donation for his personal use, than a donation 
should be made to that honorarium fund .  If you 
wish to give a donation to a member of our clergy 
for some other purpose, but not for his own personal 
use, then your donation should go to that 
discretionary fund.  To be sure your wishes are 
honored, it is important to speci# cally state how it 
is to be considered (honoraria or discretionary 
account) and to which member of the clergy you are 
thanking, when you make the payment.   Please be 
aware that honoraria and donations to a discretionary 
account paid through the synagogue are tax 
deductible donations.
