It is often the case, in fact more like the norm, that the 
only activities performed by the synagogue staff that we 
are aware of are those activities which we ourselves happen 
to be involved in. As a quick illustration of that truth, 
congregants who, for whatever reason, do not take adult 
education classes, or who do not have a child in Beit 
Hamidrash, our community Hebrew High school, or who 
have no children in our religious school, truly do not 

know how much time, effort and energy these teaching activities take up 
of the rabbis’ weekly schedule.

Yet, this is not only true of the work of the members of our professional 
staff, it is every bit as true when it comes to the work and time of synagogue 
presidents. Perhaps we see them at synagogue services sitting on the bimah, 
or else delivering a report at a congregational meeting. And that is, basically, 
what we think they do. Again, we only know the activities they are involved 
in if we ourselves attend or are involved in those goings-on.  

 In fact, my very strong hunch is that the average congregant knows less 
about the multitude of work or the amount of time required of a synagogue 
president than she or he does about the work of our professional staff. 
And, you know what? That is a shame, really, because when one serves as 
a president of a synagogue, a huge portion of her or his personal and 
family life is sacrificed beyond what anyone would possibly imagine. Truly, 
we are unable to conceive of the plethora of meetings they must attend, 
the hours of being on the phone with or returning emails to congregants. 
We may see them here at a Saturday morning or Friday night service, but 
have no clue of how many other mornings, afternoons and evenings they 
spend at the synagogue managing the affairs of our congregation.  But 
let me tell you, I do know. Indeed I do. I, therefore, stand in true awe and 
have such esteem for those who give so much volunteer service and so 
much of their life for the sake of our congregation. 

For that reason, I want to urge all of you to attend Ohev’s Evening With 
The Presidents, on March 8th, at 5 p.m., when we will salute and pay proper 
tribute to past and current presidents of Congregation Ohev Shalom.

Rarely, if ever, do they receive our acknowledgment for the sacred labor 
they perform for our spiritual community. In Judaism expressing gratitude 
and proper appreciation is a major and precious value of our noble 
heritage. Please, mark your calendar, or else, clear your calendar, in order 
to do what is right, proper and respectful; to come that night and say 
“thank you ” to the men and women who have so faithfully served you as 
a leader of our synagogue. I am looking forward to seeing you that 
evening.

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Dear Friends:

I recently came across some 
interesting trivia. Interesting, at 
least, to a musician. It came out of 
a discussion of the origins of the 
song “Happy Birthday.” Happy 
Birthday was written by Mildred J 
Hill and Patty Smith Hill, two sisters 
from Kentucky. Patty, born in 1868 
was a nursery school teacher, and 

Mildred, born in 1859, started as a teacher but became 
a composer, organist and concert pianist.

One day in 1893, while Mildred was teaching at the 
Louisville Kindergarten School where her sister served 
as principal, she came up with the melody we now know 
as “Happy Birthday”. Patty added some lyrics and the 
song “Good Morning To All” was born - this was used by 
teachers to welcome students to class each day:

Good morning to you,
Good morning to you,

Good morning, dear children,
Good morning to all.

 
The tune was unleashed on the world in 1893, when it 
was published in “Song Stories for the Kindergarten.” 
Over time it evolved using the word “Teacher” instead 
of “Children,” and the last line was changed to match 
the first.  However, here the trail becomes murky. No-
body knows who wrote the “Happy Birthday” words. 
They first appeared in a songbook edited by Robert 
Coleman in 1924. It started to appear on the radio and 
in films and the original lyrics were gradually phased 
out in favor of the new ones.

I am sharing this bit of somewhat mundane trivia with 
you to prove a point.  All melodies, no matter how familiar, 
had to start somewhere.  In the Jewish music world, we 
call such tunes “Mee-Sinai” – literally meaning from Mt. 
Sinai.  As you now should realize, the “old” melodies that 
we use in our services came from somewhere – and not 
directly from Mt. Sinai.  Some were European folk songs, 
many were written for the Reform synagogues in Germany 
in the 19th century, and some are of more recent origin.  
Some of our “old” melodies date from the 1st five decades 
of the 20th century.

My point in all of this?  Many melodies that we cherish 
have very humble beginnings.  It does not make them 
less beautiful, but it does make one realize that they are 
not to be held in such high esteem that they can never 
be changed.  Just some food for thought the next time 
you hear some new and unusual song in our services.

Haveirim y’karim – 

Dear friends –

Writing these articles for the COS 
bulletin a couple of weeks before 
they go to press is like going through 

a time warp – you have to anticipate what is going to 
happen while writing about things that haven’t happened 
yet as if they already did.

For example, I can extend the invitation to join Jo and 
me in celebrating our son, Jonah, becoming Bar Mitzvah 
on March 13-14, while simultaneously kvell-ing about how 
meaningful that day was for us, and telling you all how 
much we appreciate all your love and support.

If that seems a little silly, by the way, I should hope it does.  
After all, we are in the month of Adar, the month that 
contains Purim.  As our Sages, of blessed memory, teach 
us:  Mi sh’nikhnas Adar, marbin b’simhah – “When Adar 
arrives, joy increases.”

Just how happy are we supposed to be during Adar, and 
on Purim in particular?  Well, the halakhic requirement 
is Ad sh’lo yada – “Until one does not know [the difference 
between ‘Blessed be Mordekhai’ and ‘Cursed be 
Haman’].”  

While this is popularly interpreted as being carte blanche 
to imbibe enough alcoholic beverages “until one does not 
know,” Judaism actually disapproves of drinking to excess.  
Rather, Ad sh’lo yada means one should be so filled with 
joy that the parts of the Megillah which are in fact harrowing 
and scary can be read with good humor.

And speaking of good humor, the best way to fulfill the 
requirement to get happy during Adar is to have a sense 
of humor.  Purim Torah – parodies of Biblical and Rabbinic 
texts – is a time-honored way to make Adar a happy month.  
To assist you in reaching the required state of “not knowing” 
(ad sh’lo yada}, here’s The 5769 Edition of Reb Dov’s Purim 
Torah:

From the Law –

Then Moses said to Aaron, “No unclean person shall dwell 
within the camp.  Has the leper been put out?”  Aaron 
bowed low to the ground and replied, “I didn’t know he 
was on fire.”

From the Profits –

Then the Shunamite woman said to Elisha, “Praised be 
the One on high, for surely your handmaiden has found 
grace in your eyes.”  Said he to her, “I didn’t know I lost 
any.”

From the Writings –

In the shady glen, I waited for my beloved.

Hark!  The voice of my beloved skips upon the hills like 
a yearling hart,

Like the voice of the turtledove he calls:  “I didn’t know we 
had a date tonight.”

From the Sages – 

Rav Shepnaches taught in the name of Rabbi Shlugkapores:  
“When Israel stood at the shore of the Reed Sea, the 
Ministering Angels sang, ‘Who is like You?  Who can be 
compared to You?

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Why are there so many different versions of the prayer book?  
I can understand some differences between denominations, 
but even in Conservative synagogues it seems like there are a 
number of siddurim in use.  Are they all that different?

                                                                       	

Dear WPAWO –

In most cases, the differences between these editions 
of the siddur are comparatively minor – but that’s not 
the same as saying they are insignificant.  

For example, the Silverman edition originally published 
by the Rabbinical Assembly and United Synagogue of 
Conservative Judaism in 1946 changed the tense of 
two verbs in the Amidah of the Shabbat Musaf.  Instead 
of asking God to return us to the land of Israel “and 
there we will offer our mandatory sacrifices before 
you,” the text in the Silverman siddur says “there where 
our ancestors offered mandatory sacrifices before 
you.”  

While the latter version is technically correct, the 
former expresses the desire to rebuild the Temple and 
re-establish sacrifices.  For the Orthodox world – and 
for some Conservative congregations at the time and 
even today – the Silverman siddur was unacceptable.

The development of Jewish liturgy is a long and 
fascinating road, beginning some two millennia before 
the invention of the printing press and with roots in 
the generation of the Exodus.  The three-fold Priestly 
Blessing, for instance, is recorded in the Torah and is 
still part of our liturgy today.  Other Biblical passages 
– such as Sh’ma and the accompanying paragraphs –  are 

included in different siddurim in their original form.

The basic structure of the liturgy is set down in the 
Mishnah, but even this authoritative source left room 
for variation.  With the scattering of the Jews after the 
destruction of the Second Temple, some communities 
were isolated from each other for centuries, developing 
their own nusah (authoritative mode) of the text.  Thus, 
some of the differences in siddurim reflect the customs 
and nus’hot of Ashkenazic, Sefardic, Yemenite, Italian, 
and other distinct regional traditions.

Still, the majority of the core texts of the service are 
essentially the same from one siddur to another.  A 
prayer book’s most powerful influence is the choices 
of its editor – not only what the editor chooses to 
include, but what he/she decides to leave out.  While 
few of these editorial choices impact significantly on 
the mat’bei’a shel t’filah (“seal of prayer” – the mandatory 
parts of the liturgy), they are still important:  including 
more allows for greater flexibility of use; including too 
much makes the book heavy and more difficult to 
use.

Probably the greatest driving force in the production 
of an ever-increasing variety of siddurim is esthetics.  
This includes the look, layout, and “readability” of the 
book, but mostly refers to the translation and 
commentary.

At the end of the day, it’s important to keep in mind 
that there would be no need for so many different 
siddurim if there were not a demand for them.  The 
phenomenon of so many versions of the siddur shows 
once again that the strength of the Jewish people is 
unity in our diversity.
