The
Jewish Academy of Orlando is the new name of
what was formerly the Hebrew Day School of
Central Florida. Why the changes?

First, the location. When COS sold our building
to The Calvary Chapel of Orlando, we entered
into a mutually beneé&cial, shared use
arrangement. On Sunday May 16, a"er COS
programs were completed for the day, and the
rooms cleaned, The Calvary Chapel families
began moving in their books, sound equipment,
and school materials. The joy and excitement in
their faces provides enthusiasm for our big
move to our Maitland location, which will be
here in the near future. Beginning Sunday May
23, Calvary Chapel will hold their &rst day of
services in their new permanent home and we
will hold our minyan in our temporary location.
We will also continue to hold our weekday
community minyan there at 7:45 a.m. all
summer long.

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RABBI DAVID KAY'S MESSAGE

Haveirim Y’karim— Dear
Friends —

A rabbinic colleague who
visited with the Abayudaya

Jewish community in Uganda
once said that aler hours of
grueling travel by plane, train,

jeep, and on foot, he arrived to a warm reception
by a large group singing a traditional welcome

song in the Luganda language. He introduced
himself by title to the village leader, who smiled

mischievously and said, “You say you are a rabbi?
Funny — you don't look Jewish™”

| think that my colleague was pu#ing me on, but
he made an important point. More than ever, it's
just not possible to say that somebody “looks
Jewish” simply by their physical appearances.

The wildly popular television series, Glee, feature s
a character named Artie Abrams, who looks for
all the world like he should be Jewish and which
the show assumes he is. In reality, the actor who
plays Artie is Kevin Michael McHale — not exactly
a moniker which screams “Member of the Tribe”
(even if he is). On the other hand, Artie’s sort-of
girlfriend on the show, the Jewish-Asian Tina
Cohen-Chang, is played by Jenna Ushkowitz,
leading us to suspect that art may indeed be
imitating life in her case.

It's hard not to jump to conclusions based on
appearances—and based on our own assumptions
about what those appearances mean. Sitill,
Yehudah ha-Nasi taught: Al tis'takeil b’kankan,
eleh b’mah sh’yeish bo—-“Do notlook at the barrel,
rather at what it contains.”

Jews have been “judged by the barrel” for virtually

our entire history, and we should be particularly
sensitive when it happens to other groups. But
these are di$cult and dangerous times for the
Jews, lIsrael, and the world. With religious
extremism driving so much of the hate and the
horror, it's almost impossible to avoid drawing
conclusions from the “barrel.”

In the days and weeks following the 9/11 a#acks,
there was a spike in the number of hate crimes in
the United States against people who looked
Middle Eastern or Arab, resulting in the injury
and murder of not only Muslims, but Sikhs,
Hindus, and Coptic Christians. While we surely
should not judge all of American society on these
acts of violence, it should at least prompt us ask
ourselves a question which is important to our
people, our country, and our world:

What do we really know about Islam and Muslims?

Reuven Firestone, professor of medieval Jewish
and Muslim studies at Hebrew Union College —
Jewish Institute of Religion in Los Angeles, recently
published an extremely valuable book called An
Introduction to Islam for Jews. In a very special
three-part “Mondays at 1:00” series, we’ll draw
from this book — and hear from representatives
from our local Muslim community —to learn what
Islam, the Qur'an, and later interpreters really
have to say about Jews, jihad, and more.

Mondays at 1:00 presents “An Introduction to
Islam for Jews” will meet on July 12, 19, and 26
at Ohev Shalom. The series is free and open to

Dear HTL —

The Talmud and the medieval Jewish law codes
actually list a large number of community fast days
(besides Yom Kippur, which is recorded in detail in
the Torah), all of which have since fallen out of the
common practice with the exception of lve: Fast of
Ester (before Purim), 17 Tammuz, 9 Ay, the Fast of
Gedaliah (a"er Rosh Hashanah), and 10 Tevet. 17
Tammuz, 9 Av, and 10 Tevet are all associated with
historical events connected with the destruction of
Solomon’s Temple and/or later catastrophes.

With the exception of 9 Av — the anniversary of the
destruction of both Temples and many other tragic
events — the other days are observed as “minor”
fasts, from sunrise to sunset. Because of the
profound nature of the events commemorated by 9
Ay, it — like Yom Kippur — as a full-day fast,
beginning before sunset and continuing until a"er
dark the following day.

Jewish tradition traces the origin of the four “public
fasts” of 17 Tammuz, 9 Ay, Fast of Gedaliah, and 10
Tevet to Biblical events as well. The Talmud cites as
proof text a verse from the prophet Zekhariah:

“Thus said Adonai of Hosts: The fast of the fourth
month, and the fast of the !"h, and the fast of the
seventh, and the fast of the tenth, shall be to the
house of Judah joy and gladness and cheerful
seasons.”

If we count Nisan as the !rst month — as the Torah
requires — then Tammuz is “the fourth month,” Av

is “the !"h,” Tishrei (when the Fast of Gedaliah
falls) is “the seventh,” and Tevet is “the tenth.” The
prophet speaks of a future time when these days of

According to the Mishnah, the !rst of these four
public fasts, 17 Tammuz, was the day the Romans
breached the walls of Jerusalem, marking the
beginning of the destruction of the city and the
sacking of the Second Temple on 9 Av. The three
weeks which separate these two dates is known as
bein ha-meitazarim “between the straits.”

However, Rabbinic sources calculate that 17
Tammuz was marked as an inauspicious day from
time of Moses, as this is believed to be the date
when Moses descended Mt. Sinai, saw the Israelites
cavorting with the Molten Calf, and the !rst Tablets
of the Law were broken.

Likewise, Tish’'a b’Av itself is determined to be the
date when the 12 scouts returned from spying out
the land of Canaan, and ten of them gave a
despairing report which the people believed.
According to Rabbinic legend, as the Israelites wept
over the perceived bad news and clamored to
return to Egypt, God decreed that their descendents
would always weep on this speci!c day.

10 Tevet is associated with the beginning of the
siege of Jerusalem by the Babylonian king,
Nebuchadnezzar, ultimately leading to the
destruction of the First Temple. The Fast of
Gedaliah is connected to the assassination of
Gedaliah ben Ahikam, the Israelite governor of
Judea appointed by Nebuchadnezzar a"er his
conquest of Jerusalem. Gedaliah’s death smashed
any lingering hopes the Jews had that the
Babylonians might permit them some degree of
autonomy.

In no small part because of the questionable
historical connections of 17 Tammuz, 10 Tevet, and
the Fast of Gedaliah, the fast is during daylight
hours only, there are no additional restrictions on
work, and far greater leniency in exemptions.

Our sta! and leadership are dedicated to making
the transition as easy as possible with as li"le
disruption in the quality of education and youth
programs that we oler. Together we can go in
strength to the next phase of our COS lives.

On another note, our Youth Performance of “Prairie
Lights” went extremely well and we raised about
$2000 for our youth groups. We thank all of our
sponsors and those who placed an ad in the playbill
as well as the Joseph and Frieda Ross foundation
for underwriting the expenses of the play. The
Youth play is a key piece of creating our youth
community and family at Ohev Shalom.

Machaneh Ohev will be held June 14-18 from
9:30-3:30 for children entering Pre K through 8th
grade. We also have before and a#er care. At this
writing we have 80 campers and 35 sta!, most of
whom are our teens. We expect by opening day our
camper registration will be even more. Each day is
programmed around a Jewish theme and all the
games, cra#s, activities, songs are based on that
theme.
