RABBI AARON D. RUBINGER’S MESSAGE

The following was wri• en by Rabbi Rubinger to Sara Stern, the 
outgoing President of Congregation Ohev Shalom.

Dear Sara,

A! er your " rst year in o#  ce, I referred to you from the 
bimah as our own “Mother Sara.”  I suspect that a 
number of people thought I was just being playful or 
creative with the use of your name.  I was not. 

I was making a very serious comparison between you 
and, yes, Sara, the mother of the Jewish people.

In addition, the Torah speaks of her lasting 
beauty - a beauty that never faded or diminished. 

Now, perhaps, you and others can more easily realize how apt my 
comparison was.  Sara, I am greatly aware of your strong devotion to 
and deep faith in God.  The word “spiritual” (so overused and in$ ated in 
our society) barely describes how strongly your soul is infused with a 
love of God, Torah, and the Jewish people.

Congregation Ohev Shalom for many years - long before you became its 
president - has been your “Isaac,” a child that you have showered with 
love, and with such sincere and sel$ ess devotion.  What would you not 
do for this child of yours?  How blessed are we to have your motherly 
love, strength and fortitude to look a! er us and nurture us as a caring 
and loving Jewish parent&  What great courage you also demonstrated 
during these trying years of having so much at stake& 

And yes, your beauty too, exactly like that of the matriarch of the Jewish 
people, has also never faded. Because of the extraordinary loveliness 
within you, your own soulful beauty continues to radiate so brightly.        

When Mother Sara passed away, her child, Isaac, who had become so 
very dependent upon his mother’s extraordinary love, is described in the 
Torah as being nearly inconsolable for this great loss in his life.

We, however, know that our own mother Sara is not lost from us even as 
you step down from the presidency.  Our mother Sara, I know will 
continue to care for us, guide us, and help us stay on the path of 
holiness.      

On behalf of all of your children at Ohev Shalom, as well as from the 
depths of my own heart, I thank you with true, sincere and tremendous 
appreciation for the love, wisdom, and boundless commitment that you 
demonstrated for our well being and future.

Dear Friends,

Last month saw the end of the 
2nd year for our “Friday Nite 
Chai” instrumental services.  I 
want to thank the people who 
have continued to support this 
alternative service.  I must 
admit that I was nervous at " rst 

as to whether or not this type of service would be 
accepted here.  We are a traditional congregation 
and we lean toward the conservative side of many 
issues regarding prayer.  To my great relief, the 
negative comments have been nearly non-existent.   
As I correspond with cantorial colleagues across 
the United States, I have found many synagogues 
where they have tried this type of service.   A% er 
some initial success, most have seen the a$ endance 
dwindle by 50 to 75& in just a short time.  

Why has your a$ endance and support continued 
to be strong?  I think most of all that it is because 
our musical service is " rst and foremost a service, 
not a concert.  I believe too many of my colleagues 
have strayed too far from the prayer book.  Instead 
of enhancing the prayers with special music for the 
congregation, they have strayed into unfamiliar 
territory, singing words and songs that are not 
found or even related to what is in the prayer 
book.  Although we have done that on a few 
occasions, we try to maintain our normal order of 
the prayers.  For the most part, when you come to 
Friday Nite Chai you are coming to COS’s Friday 
night service, not some strange religious event that 
is totally unfamiliar to most congregants.  

As we begin year 3 next fall I hope that you will 
continue to avail yourselves of this and all of our 
alternative worship services.  We o# er prayer 
services of di# ering styles to serve the needs of the 
di# ering types of worshipers within our synagogue 
family.  It is yet another thing that makes COS the 
thriving and growing place that it is.

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Haveirim Y’karim – Dear 
Friends –

Millennia ago, Judaism already 
had the concept of “personal 
space.”  According to Rabbinic 
law, there is a zone of four cubits 
(about six feet) surrounding each 
person.  In many cases, anything 

(or anyone) that enters this personal space is considered 
to be in contact with the person.

Today, almost everyone over the age of 11 has some 
electronic device within their “four cubits” that keeps 
them in contact at all times.  That creates its own set 
of problems and concerns, but – like just about anything 
else – it’s the misuse or overuse of technology that 
typically creates them, not the technology itself.  

Cell phones, for example, have helped countless people 
out of di!  cult and dangerous situations, and saved 
many lives.  On the other hand, they have put count less 
people into dangerous or life-threatening situations, 
particularly when used while driving.

Likewise, we all know about online hazards for midd le 
schoolers and teens.  Yet, as real as those dangers can 
be, it’s wonderful when our young people stay in 
regular contact with friends from school, camp, 
Kadima, USY, and other programs who live all out of 
state and overseas.

If synagogues want to communicate e" ectively, then, 
they need to hook into these burgeoning technologies.  
I’m sure you know you can reach any of our professi onal 
and support sta"  and lay leaders by e-mail, and get 
information on synagogue programs and events from 
the Ohev Shalom website (which, by the way, is 
currently in the process of getting an extreme 
makeover).

But you may not know that COS is on Facebook.  And 
not just our USY and Kadima groups, either.  You can 
# nd Facebook groups for the COS Social Action 
Commi$ ee, Minyan Yashar, and our Newish Jewish 
Havurah.

I broke down and created my own Facebook account 
about six months ago, and it’s been a great way to 
reconnect with friends and colleagues, old and new.  
There have already been several times that I’ve learned 
something important about the community or a 
congregant through Facebook faster and more directly 
than I would have otherwise.

Of course, not everyone wants to have their clergy 
following them on Facebook.  But if you do, feel free 
to “friend” me – I promise I’ll accept%

Even with all its bene# ts, though, being part of a cyber-
community has its challenges.  The information 
superhighway brings dozens – sometimes hundreds 
– of chunks of information to our desktops and pock ets 
every day.  It’s o& en di!  cult to sort out what’s fact 
from what’s # ction or exaggeration.  We get a ' ood of 
e-mails, articles, links, and videos on topics and issues 
that are close to our hearts from friends, family, and 
well-meaning acquaintances.

Jewish tradition calls on us to be informed and take 
action when we have the ability to right a wrong, save 
a life, or in' uence the cause of justice.  At the same 
time, we are required to be certain that we know and 
are acting on the truth.

To help you along in ful# lling both those obligations, 
our “Mondays at 1:00” daytime adult education 
program presents a very special series in May called 
“Torah, Truth, and Technology – Filtering for Facts in 
Cyber-Space.”  We’ll log onto the World Wide Web to 
track down the “emes” on examples of e-mails, links, 
and other internet-based news and information.  You ’ll 
learn how to quickly spot a false or inaccurate story, 
and how you can fact-check for yourself online – usually 
in just 15 minutes or less.

The class will meet at Ohev Shalom on three successive 
Mondays:  5/10, 5/17, and 5/24.  For more information 
or to RSVP, contact the COS o!  ce.

RABBI DAVID KAY’S MESSAGE

Dear Rabbi –

Yom Ha’atz’m’ut (Israel Independence Day) is 5 
Iyyar on the Jewish calendar – but this year, it 
was o•  cially celebrated on 6 Iyyar.  In other 
years, Yom HaSho’ah has been observed on a 
di• erent date, too.  I also learned that Yom 
Kippur never falls on a Friday or a Sunday.  How 
can our calendar – especially Yom Kippur, which 
is set down in the Torah – be so • uid?

- If It’s Tuesday, This Must Be Shavu’ot

Dear IITTMBS –

In the very ! rst chapter of the Torah, we 
learn that Shabbat is part of the very fabric of 
the universe, and cannot be moved to a 
di" erent day of the week.  Since Shabbat is a 
day of delight and enjoyment as well as one 
of rest, there’s a general rule that fasting on 
Shabbat is prohibited.  That seems to pose a 
problem when Yom Kippur falls on Shabbat.

However, the Torah calls Yom Kippur 
shabbat shabbaton – “a complete Sabbath.”  
We understand this to mean that there is no 
con# ict when it falls on Shabbat.  By contrast, 
if Yom Kippur fell on a Friday or Sunday, it 
would create a con# ict since no work could 
be done to prepare for Shabbat if it fell on a 
Friday (and Shabbat would have already 
begun by the time Yom Kippur ended) and 
the fast for Yom Kippur would begin on 
Saturday evening, before Shabbat actually 
ended, if it fell on a Sunday.

As you’ve pointed out, the Torah ! xes the 
date of Yom Kippur as “the 10th [day] of the 
seventh month” (Tishrei) and therefore the 
date cannot be changed.  So, in order to 
ensure that 10 Tishrei never falls on Friday 
or Sunday, the entire calendar must 
sometimes be adjusted by a day or two.

To achieve this, our calendar has a couple of 
“swing” months, which may have an extra 
day added to them if needs be.  The Rabbinic 
rule for invoking the extra day for a “swing” 
month is that the ! rst day of Rosh Hashanah 
many not fall on a Wednesday or a Friday 
(which would make Yom Kippur a Friday or 
a Sunday).

Non-Torah holidays (such as the Fast of 
Ester) and modern holidays (like Yom 
HaSho’ah and Yom HaZikaron) which are 
inconsistent with the observance and spirit of 
Shabbat are always rescheduled.  If the Fast 
of Ester would fall on Shabbat, for example, 
it is instead pushed back to Thursday (not 
Friday, since fasting on Friday would pose 
the same problem as Yom Kippur).  
Likewise, if Yom Hasho’ah or Yom 
HaZikaron would fall on Shabbat, they are 
pushed o"  to Monday (not Sunday, since 
they would begin before Shabbat ended the 
previous evening).
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Another school year is coming 
to an end.  It seems to have 
! own by just like all the others.  
It is always my hope that our 
children have learned 
something new, met a new 
friend, had a Jewish experience 
that they never had before and a 
Jewish memory was made.  This 

could take place in any of the many programs we 
o" er from our Religious school, to our youth 
groups, our Madrichim and Chaver L’Chaver 
program , our youth play  at a Family program or 
service or at Kinderkumsitz, Mishpachah Mania or 
K’ton ton.  

This has been a challenging year for so many 
people.  The economy has had a huge impact not 
just on our pocket books but our outlook and 
mindset.  I truly believe that we have all been 
a" ected some way or another.  Perhaps being at 
COS has served as a source of comfort and support 
during these challenging times.

We are proud of what we can o" er our children, 

teens and families and it is no small task.  There are 
so many people involved in the planning and 
implementation of our programs and I want to 
thank them all:
