RABBI AARON D. RUBINGER’S MESSAGE
Dear Friends, 

Although you will not receive this bulletin until 
October, all articles for this bulletin had to be submi! ed 
by the middle of September. Thus, I am writing this 
a" er Rosh Hashanah but before Yom Kippur.  

As the senior rabbi I have two concerns that I will be 
worrying about the rest of this week. The # rst, of 
course, is about the Yom Kippur Appeal.  I know how 

tough times are and how anxious we all are about the economy. While 
our synagogue is # nancially in a much be! er place  than most synagogues 
around the country right now, a very signi# cant portion of our budget 
is paid for through the Yom Kippur Appeal.  Without those pledged 
donations, we will not be able to pay for our necessary expenses.  I 
truly hope and pray that if you were able, that you made a donation.  
If you did, please know how deeply appreciative I am for the support 
that you provide for our congregational family.  If you felt uncertain 
on Yom Kippur about whether or not to make a pledge, perhaps, now 
you might consider doing so?  If you can, again, please know of my 
genuine appreciation.

But I always have a second worry that vexes me greatly at this time of 
year. We try very, very hard to thank everyone who has helped our 
synagogue, in one way or another, ge! ing ready and  assisting us during 
the High Holy Days.  Those in the choir, the ushers, volunteers who 
assist in the youth and educational programs, and all the many other 
good deeds that members of our congregation carry out so that our 
services and programs on the High Holy Days will be as beautiful and 
as meaningful as possible.  Fortunately, for all of us, it’s a long list of 
names.  But the expression “Nothing is certain but death and taxes” 
really ought to be amended. There is another certainty.  Some names 
of those who helped will be accidentally le"  out.  It happens every 
year.  And those, to whom it happens, naturally fee l hurt and 
unappreciated.  I know that and I understand that feeling. 

So, should this happen to you, allow me # rst to apologize in advance. 
Please know that it was obviously unintentional.  We try very hard to 
get full and accurate lists of all the people who gave of their time in 
any way to our congregation for the High Holy Days.  But we all err.  
For some reason or another, a name or two, or three, or even more 
might not get listed.  It’s called “human error.” 

But allow me to not only apologize, but also let you know that nearly 
every day most of us commit this exact same human error.  We receive 
from God so many blessings on a daily basis, yet we inadvertently 
forget to thank God.

Dear Friends,

A lot has changed at Ohev Shalom 
since I became the Cantor 20 years 
ago.  Did you know that the Rabbi 
and I wore robes during services 
back then?  I t  seems so 
anachronistic now, but at the time 
that was Ohev Shalom’s minhag, 

our custom.  The Rabbi always gave a full sermon 
on Friday night.  Shabbat morning a! endance was, 
at best, half of what it is now.  The adult choir used 
to sing at services both evening and morning on the 
High Holy Days and sometimes on Friday night in 
the sanctuary during the year.  And there was most 
certainly NOT a no-tie July.

One of the other things I remember from those days 
is that the Torah reading during services was 
generally done by either Rabbi Adler or Moshe 
Elbaz, the school director at the time.  There were 
a small number of congregants who, from time to 
time, would help out, but that was an exception.  
Generally the congregation sat in the pews and 
watched as the Torah service went by.

Fortunately, many of these things have changed – 
and for the be! er in my opinion.  One of those 
changes was the introduction of the Yad Squad – a 
group of lay members of the synagogue who took 
over the mitzvah of reading Torah during services.  
As most of you know, this is not an easy job.  The 
Torah is read without vowels or trope – the musical 
signs that indicate the correct melody.  It requires 
knowledge and study.  We have been blessed with 
some great Torah readers among our congregants 
and we would like more of you to have a chance to 
ful" ll the mitzvah of reading from the Torah.  Tow ard 
that end, I will be teaching a class for those who 
wish to learn the cantillation for reading the Torah.

The new movie, The Social 
Network, hits theatres this 
month.  It’s the remarkable story 
of how Harvard College student 
Mark Zuckerberg and some 
friends parlayed an idea for an 

online student directory into the worldwide 
phenomenon of Facebook.  Within six years, 
Facebook went from virtually unknown to 500 
million accounts.

Anyone with a child over the age of nine knows 
that Facebook has become one of the most important 
ways to keep in touch.  Nowhere was the in! uence 
of online social networking more evident than in 
the succession grassroots Facebook campaign which 
landed the nearly-90-year-old Be" y White one of 
the most coveted roles in television:  hosting 
Saturday Night Live. 

Ohev Shalom launched its o#  cial Facebook page* 
last month, which got 200 “fans” in the $ rst three 
weeks.  Several Ohev Shalom programs – Minyan 
Yashar, our USY and Kadima chapters, the COS 
Social Action Commi" ee, and our Newish Jewish 
Havurah – already had Facebook pages or groups.  
Our newly-revamped and revved-up website even 
has a “Follow us on Facebook” bu" on that takes 
you right to the COS page, which has links to all 
the program pages.

Of course, Judaism had the idea of “social 
networking” thousands of years before Mark 
Zuckerberg.  I’m sure most of you have played 
“Jewish geography” and many of you long before 
the advent of home computers and the Internet:

or she is Jewish, and then tracing links from your 
respective home towns, life journeys, or family 
history until you $ nd someone you both know or 
are both related to.  Sometimes, you discover that 

you were actually at the same place or had already 
met years earlier.

The interwoven links of Jewish community stretch 
across time and space.  Your ! ight home from a 
business trip snowed in so you can’t get home for 
Shabbat?  The local Jewish Federation has a 
connection to get you an invitation to dinner and 
services.  Traveling through the Far East and need 
to $ nd a Passover seder?  A friend of a friend of the 
brother-in-law of your rabbi’s rabbinical school 
classmate knows a place%

The most signi$ cant and consistent source of social 
networking – before Facebook, anyway – has always 
been the synagogue.  The word “synagogue” itself 
is from the Greek translation of the Hebrew term 
beit k’nesset – “house of gathering,” a place to gather 
for prayer and community.  But “synagogue” can 
also be parsed to mean “learning together” – and 
that’s an equally important part of social networki ng 
at Ohev Shalom.

With the conclusion of the fall holidays, our adult 
education programs are ge" ing back into full swing .

Membership a! endees enjoying brunch
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Dear Rabbi –

Our new home has a carport at the side of the house 
and a small screened-in entryway to the side door.  We 
expect that we – and anyone visiting our home – will 
only use this side entrance, and rarely, if ever, use our 
front door.  Do we need to place a m’zuzah on the front 
door, or only on the one we’re going to use?  Also, 
would we place the m’zuzah on the outer screen door, 
the inner side door to the house . . . or both?

 -- Concerned About M’zuzot

Dear CAM –

The obligation to place a passage from the Torah 
on “the doorposts [Hebrew: m’zuzot] of your 
house” comes directly from the book of 
Deuteronomy, in the paragraph we know as 
V’ahavta.  Any dwelling-place is obligated to 
have a m’zuzah on every entrance and exit, 
whether or not it is used regularly.  The m’zuzah 
is a! ached to the upper third of the doorpost, on 
the right side as one enters.

In traditional sources, there was a dispute as to 
whether the m’zuzah should be placed 
horizontally (with the top pointing into the house) 
or vertically (with the top pointing toward 
heaven).  Both opinions are supported persuasively, 
so in classic Rabbinic fashion a solution was 
reached which is l’khol dei’ot (satisfactory for all 
opinions):  we place the m’zuzah on an angle, 
facing both up and in.

Typically, a m’zuzah is placed on the outer door, 
where it can be seen.  In the case of the screened 
enclosure around the side entrance, the side door 
itself should certainly have a m’zuzah.  Placing 
a second m’zuzah on the screen door may be 
impractical, however, since such doors typically 

close " ush with the frame, leaving no actual 
doorpost.

The ikar (fundamental principle) of a m’zuzah 
is the klaf (parchment scroll) on which is hand-
wri! en the text from Deuteronomy.  The klaf is 
placed inside a protective case and the case is 
a#  xed to the doorpost.  To ful$ ll the mitzvah of 
m’zuzah, one must be certain to obtain a proper 
hand-wri! en klaf.  Although more expensive – a 
kosher, hand-wri! en parchment scroll will run 
%25 or more – many people are willing to spend 
as much (or signi$ cantly more) on the case.  Since 
the purpose of placing the m’zuzah is to be a 
constant reminder of God’s words, investing in 
a proper klaf (on which the words are wri! en) 
is far more important than the case.

There is a long-standing custom to place a 
m’zuzah on the doorways of every room in a 
house (with the exception of bathrooms).  While 
this may not be strictly necessary, it is particularly 
symbolic when it is placed on the doorways of a 
bedroom, especially those of children.

The klaf in a m’zuzah should be checked every 
several years to ensure that it has not been 
damaged by temperature, weather, or insects and 
should be replaced if found to be worn, stained, 
or damaged.  The old klaf should be placed in 
g’nizah and not otherwise discarded.

Placing m’zuzot on all our external doorways is 
also a way of identifying Jewish households 
which dates back to ancient times.  Confusing 
the m’zuzah for a talisman or “good luck charm” 
is an understandable error, but Jews should 
always recognize it for what it truly is:  a remind er 
that God is always with us, and our responsibilitie s 
to ourselves, one another, and God’s Creation 
accompany us wherever we go.

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Presently we are in the midst of 
the “10 days of repentance” the 
time between Rosh Hashanah 
and Yom Kippur when we take 
a serious look at our behavior 
and how we will change for the 
coming year.

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Academy of Orlando and realize we are guests. Most 
of our children want to learn and demonstrate great 
pride in being Jewish.  I “kvell” from our children.

In addition to the 188 students in our school we have 
45 Madrichim and post Madrichim teenagers who 
have commi! ed to coming to Hebrew school every 
week and serve as tremendous role models to the 
younger students.  They are a! entive to the children, 
respectful to the teachers, enjoy each others company 
and add a “cool factor” to Hebrew school and being 
Jewish.  I am pre! y con" dent that having 45 8th-11th 
graders who want to come to Hebrew school is rare.  

Our youth groups continue to thrive.  It is a true joy 
to listen to our Kadima and USY boards talk about 
their plans and without being told, state very clearly 
that being Jewish and practicing Judaism is the 
primary focus of why they participate. 

I am proud of our teens and have great hope for the 
future of Judaism.  

Our Family service on the second day of Rosh 
Hashanah led by Rabbi Rubinger was amazing.  We 
had between 25 and 30 families present, most of 
whom made the choice of taking their children out 
of school amidst missed assignments and some 
teachers who were not as understanding of why they 
had to miss two days of school.  These parents 
demonstrated that despite some of the challenges 
that we may face being Jewish in Orlando, they are 
willing to accept the challenge and show through 
actions the importance of religious practice. As I sat 
in the family service and watched parents and 
children pray, learn and interact with each other, I 
was moved with emotion.  During this time of renewa l 
and re# ection, I rea$  rmed to myself why I love my 
job and being part of such a special service was 
motivating to continue to seek new opportunities 
for families to interact Jewishly.  

It has become a tradition for well over 10 years now 
that on the second day of Rosh Hashanah our 
Kadimaniks go to one of the area senior living
